Today’s News:
Thanks to those of you who attended the Carquest sponsored NESHAP (6H) course on Wednesday – March 10th in Bennington.  
I want to answer a few questions that were brought up at the workshop and clarify some other information for all shop owners:
 


1.        The VT DEC Hazardous Waste Section will not be targeting auto body shops for inspection at this time.  However, as 
with any business generating hazardous waste, random inspections may occur and citizen complaints must be responded to.   
If you have already been inspected and need assistance, please contact me.
 
2.       Not sure you know the VT Hazardous Waste regulations?  Why not test your skills on our online hazardous waste 
course.  www.vtceg.org   Register with the  site and a Certificate of Completion will be awarded when you have 
successfully finished the course.  The site also maintains a Virtual Hazardous Waste Storage Area where you can also test 
your knowledge. 
 


               Questions, just ask me.  Remember, the assistance web site has a ton of information for you.  www.eaovt.org/

3.       Clarification on the required Technician Training.  EPA cannot “approve” courses for training or stop any manufacturer 
or supplier from providing training.  What they can do is say the training you obtained did not meet the intent of the rule.  
With that in mind, you need to get training that covers the items required in the rule.  You have this information in your 
training packets, on your CDs, and it is listed on the assistance website:  www.eaovt.org/sbcap/autobody.htm .  
 
If you attend a training program, make sure you receive documentation that you completed the course and what topics 
were covered.  I am posting trainings that I am aware of on our Auto Body web page (see some of those courses below). 
 As details of times and dates come in, I will get them posted.  If you have any questions or doubts about a course offered – 
just call or email me.

(6H) rule right now.   Some minor tweaking and you’ll be able to meet the rest of the requirements.  Some of you have a 
bit more to do – but there is plenty of time.
